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MARTY BALL STOLEN

In what can only be described as the heist of the
century, Two’s AZA’s beloved mascot — an 80-
pound ball of masking tape named Marty Ball — has
been stolen. Yes, you read that right. The very
symbol of Two’s AZA’s resilience, unity, and
brotherhood vanished into the St. Louis sunset at
FRC 2024,

The Birth of a Legend

It all began in the late 1990s, when Two’s AZA
members Zach Bassin and Ben Ross, bored out of
their minds during a shift at Seasonal Concepts,
decided to wrap a small ball of tape. Legend has it
the chapter began signing their names on it, then
wrapping it again, year after year. Over time, the
tape ball grew, accumulating signatures, memories,
and a chapter dedication to protecting a piece of
history. By 2024, Marty grew to an astonishing 80
pounds. It was so big that the chapter had to create
a new, smaller version of the ball, called Baby Marty.

0SA: BOB STEIN

On January 11, 1970, former Kansas City Chiefs
linebacker Bob Stein made history. At age 21, not
only was he the youngest player to win the Super
Bowl, he was also the first Jewish football player to
play for and win a Super Bowl.

At the same time he was playing for the Chiefs,
Stein, a former AZA aleph, was attending classes at
the UMKC Law School. Later on he would become
the first CEO and president of the Minnesota
Timberwolves NBA team.

Two’s Sopher Micah Kramer recently interviewed
the Minnesota native about his life, career and
legacy.

Do you have like a favorite memory from either your NFL football career generally or more specifically
Super Bowl IV?

Bob Stein: Yeah, well playing in the Super Bowl was a big deal - even then. It was nothing like it is now as
far as publicity or viewers or anything like that. But | do remember my rookie year and | was 21 years old -
so things were happening going by pretty fast - but | remember the first day of training camp standing near
some of the older veterans before practice and hearing them talk about how horrible it was to get into the
first Super Bowl and lose to Green Bay, and how it felt like you're letting everybody down, your relatives,
your friends, your teammates, and that they would much rather never get back to the Super Bowl and get
back and lose it. It was something that stuck with me, partly because over the years I've seen so many great
teams in every sport who get to the championship game, but then for whatever reason they lose it, but then
they came back with substantially the same team in the next year or two years and win it. And | think a lot
of that is just the mental framework of thinking, “Our goal as a group is we want to get to the championship
versus get to the championship and win.”

It was fun to play in the NFL. It was never my goal when | started. | started college in pre-med and ended up
taking the pre-med courses but not wanting to continue it. | got interested in political science, and that kind
of led to law school. | never expected to play in the NFL frankly. Growing up, | was the first one in our
family to go to college and growing up all my grandparents had been first-generation immigrants and
education was a big priority in my family.

What does it mean to you to be the first like Jewish football player to play with a Super Bowl? | mean, |
don't know any other good people that have played football at the NFL level, let alone won a Super
Bowl.

Stein: Well, if you look into it, | think you'll find a lot more Jewish players than you realize. | had a
conversation one time with Ron Mix. He was a Jewish player, went to Southern Cal, was, was an All-Pro and
eventual NFL Hall of Famer for the Chargers. And we were talking about that subject, how many Jewish
guys were playing. And he said that at one time he was sitting in the locker room and he overheard two of
the other offensive linemen starting along with him talking about the high holidays. And he hadn't even
known they were Jewish, and he had played together with them. So there's a lot more guys than people
know, because your name isn't always an a easy giveaway. | guess it isn't for me. But it was a big honor and
it was a big deal to be able to play football in the Super Bowl period ... Jewish or not Jewish. | always had
that in mind that there weren't a lot of Jewish players, and | wanted to try to equip myself well and be as
tough as the next guy as much as | could, partly because of that.

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ISRAEL IS WEARY: COMMEMORATING AND
REMEMBERING THE PAST TWO YEARS

(The following column by Two’s member
Daniel Nevat was first published on the Two’s
website, twosaza.com. on Oct. 7, 2025. Three
days later, President Trump announced a
ceasefire between Israel and Hamas and
ordered a return of all hostages),

The past two years of Israeli history are the
aftershock and effects of the most destructive
single attack against Judaism since the
Holocaust. On October 7, 2023, Hamas, a
terrorist group out of the Gaza Strip, launched
a large-scale surprise attack on Israel from the
Gaza Strip, firing thousands of rockets and
sending armed militants across the border.
The attackers targeted civilian communities,
military bases, and a music festival, killing an
estimated 1,195 people, including 736 Israelis,
79 foreign nationals, 379 IDF soldiers, and 38
children. Hamas also took 251 hostages, some
of whom are still being held hostage in Gaza.

Since that day, Israel has had conflict in Lebanon, Syria, Yemen, Iran, Irag, Qatar, and, most recently, Tunisia,
targeting terrorist groups operating inside or with funding from hostile countries.

Small Wins

Israel has still had wins in this tragic time, achieving 140 diplomatic exchanges and releases, and an additional
eight recovered in sanctioned IDF operations. Louis Har was captured with his brother-in-law and three formerly
released family members after 52 days. Louis and Fernando were held captive for 129 days until being rescued in
an IDF operation in early 2024. He described the “non-stop shooting” as movie-like and painfully emotional. He
and Nando (brother-in-law) survived 129 days in a cramped apartment with one pita per day. His interview with
Channel 12 revealed the physiological horrors of his captivity.

What’s Next?

Today, on a day of remembrance, Israel is also attempting to look to the future. As this is written, Israeli delegates
are raising hopes for a ceasefire with the help of President Trump. In the meantime, there are multiple active IDF
operations in the Gaza Strip, including Gaza City. Forty-eight hostages are yet to be returned, 20 of which are
assumed to be alive. An entire country is waiting for its hostages, and over a dozen families lie in grief, waiting to
bury their loved ones. The people of Israel wait patiently, and the constant airstrikes and threats have made them

weary, not afraid.

Despite the absence of more than a year of Marty Ball, Two’s AZA is still
rolling.

Since the last issue of The Rolling Paper, so much has happened. With or
without our beloved mascot, Two’s is still focused on brotherhood, giving
back to the community and engaging in quality programming centered
around all six folds., In this column, | will highlight some of the many
successes of the chapter.

Marty Awards. More than 160 guests attended Two’s AZA’s third annual Marty Awards on May 10, at the
Jewish Community Center in Overland Park, Kan., shattering the event’s attendance record. Attendees
celebrated the achievements of KC BBYO, strolled down the red carpet, noshed on gourmet desserts and
partied like it was 1925. A total of 165 guests were in attendance and the chapter raised over $11,000 in
donations and ticket sales. Twenty-nine Two’s members were present. The award winners were: Bryan
Persky, Aleph of the Year; Gabby Sosland, BBG of the Year; Claire Rosen, Mensch of the Year; Justin
Parmet, Senior of the Year; Judah Bassin; Underclassman of the Year; and Friendsgiving, Program of the
Year. Ariel Palan was named Chapter Sweetheart; Senior Lucy Warner was named honorary Belle of the
Ball.

Two’s on the Lake. Two’s AZA kicked off the year with a chapter overnight Aug. 16-17 at Lake Viking, Mo.
In all, 24 members attended the kickoff. Activities included swimming, a Havdallah service and chapter
inductions. The board installed 12 new members (the Corral class). During a chapter Business Meeting
held the following morning, Aleph Danny Martin made a motion to ratify the chapter constitution, which
passed by a vote of 21-2. We’re not sure when it’s last been ratified.

Two’s for Tomorrow. This year, Two’s is standing UP in support of climate action. In September, Two’s
became the first chapter in the Order to join the Jewish Climate Leadership Coalition. Two’s has
volunteered for Bridging the Gap’s KC Wildlife program, working in prairie restoration.

“We're trying to make the
world a cleaner greener place, support our ecosystem for our future AZA members,” says Two’s Aleph
Godol Judah Bassin.

Beau winner announced. On Oct. 26, Two’s Aleph Mazkir Shaefer Spizman was named Beau of Saadia
BBG during Saadia’s Field Day. Congrats to all the candidates (including four from Two’s). Shaefer is a
junior at Shawnee Mission South High School. Senior Eli Nathan was named honorary beau.

International Convention. The chapter is looking forward to the 2026 International Convention in
February, this year in Philadelphia. Two’s will have a big presence once again - 14 members have
registered. The chapter is gunning for the Henry Monsky Chapter Excellence Award of the Aleph Zadik
Aleph, the most prestigious honor an AZA chapter can earn. In 1935, when only one chapter received the
"Best Chapter" Award, Two’s finished second, losing to a chapter in Allentown, Pa., by only 27 points.

“Marty Ball means to
me my dad’s legacy and what he created,” said Two’s Aleph Godol Judah Bassin.

From Two’s
alumnus Josh Ellis (now Rabbi Yehoshua Ellis): “Richmond Lattimore wrote the Odyssey of Homer, which
we were supposed to read in high school. Our English teacher loved that book and | think most of us
hated it. So that was the reference. I'm working to remember why he was a cat. | think our English teacher
had a cat and or liked cats so that may have been the reason.”

e Prince Edward - From Rabbi Ellis: “Prince Edward was our principal/headmaster at the HBHA at the time.
His real name was Edward Prince.”

« Santa's Little Helper - A fictional dog in the American animated television series The Simpsons.

« The Fraggles/The Doozers. Doozers a race of characters from Fraggle Rock who love to work. They're
tiny, green creatures with small nub-like tails who usually sport construction helmets, boots, and tool
belts. Doozers stand approximately knee-high to Fraggles, at six inches tall. Unlike Fraggles, Doozers love
to work all day long, and they hate playing games.

Did you face any antisemitism during your time in the NFL?

Stein: Not very much. I've been asked that before. There were a
couple of guys who made comments, but it was definitely the
exception rather than the rule.

The thing that happened a lot was | played with guys who had
never played and, and in many cases, even known any Jewish
people. So they didn't know what to expect and a few of them
gave me what they intended as compliments saying, “Geez, you're
like a regular guy.” “Well, yeah, | am a regular guy,” but wherever
they had grown up and lived their life, they hadn't experienced
Jewish people.

What's your favorite part about your time in Kansas City? Just as a little side note, is there any places or
establishments that you really remember?

Stein: Oh, yeah. | love Kansas City. In a lot of ways physically it's much like Minneapolis. When | played with the
Chiefs, the Chiefs were a big deal, having won that Super Bowl and when | started. And that was very exciting and
fun. The other part of it was that by going to law school, | had friends apart from football. And not that | wouldn't
have met other people, but some of my best friends still today were people | went through law school with. And so
there's a whole different sense of the community. You had two different groups that | got to know there very
quickly.

Going back to Minnesota, your first home, what were some of the challenges you faced as the first president
and CEO of the Minnesota Timberwolves?

Stein: Well, | was responsible for starting the team - the basketball team part, the finance and sales part, and then
also building the arena. So the development challenge of the Target Center, the arena. Everything was brand new
to me, and there's no book on how to start a franchise. So what | did is | sought out as many people as | could
within the NBA and talked to them about everything, really.

Were you ever involved with, with the local AZA chapter in Minneapolis?

Stein: | was a member, but | wasn't real active. My main activities were trying to get good grades and do the best |
could in my sports. | was in a AZA for a while, but | can't say it was a big part of my life.

To wrap things up, what advice do you have for today's Jewish youth?

Stein: | think we're entering a more challenging environment than it had in my lifetime, being Jewish and growing
up in America or any place in the world based on what's going on politically. And it is a time to remember who you
are and take care of yourself, be aware of threats because | think they're very significant. | guess we don't want to
get into your political diatribe, but | think it's really important for everybody personally to have their own goals, that
are realistic. | was asked at a speaking engagement about what to advice to give to kids who wanted to play in the
NFL. And the first thing | thought of is, well you need to realize that statistically it's about impossible. But you never
know. And the important thing is to make significant goals for yourself but make them realistic. ... As far as unique
to Jewish people, I'd say, things like AZA or anything else that ties you closely to the Jewish community is more
important now than for many, many decades.

What advice would you give your 18-year-old self?

Stein: Well, try to maintain perspective, do the important things first. | think the lesson | always tried to impart for
my kids - it is pretty straightforward. And it's that you can rarely control a lot of things that happen to you, but you
can always control how you react and respond to them. And | just think that's so important in interpersonal
relationships - in athletics or academics or business.

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ALUMNI PROFILE: PHIL COPLAND

Born in Kansas City, Missouri, in 1908, Philip Copland is best
remembered in Kansas City for his role in 1925 as a leader of AZA No.
2, where he not only led the basketball team to the first ever AZA
national basketball championship but also served as chapter
president.

Copland later moved to Phoenix, where he was a distinguished
community leader, successful businessman, and a man revered for
his integrity, warmth, and dedication to family and faith.

“Phil Copland, while a great basketball player he was he was so much
more than that,” said Drew Reich, Phil’s grandson. “He was a great
father, husband, grandfather, successful business owner and most
importantly a great human being . A real ‘mench.””

Copland joined AZA #2 in May 1924 as a pledge member. In 1925, he was elected to serve as the chapter’s
Aleph S’gan (vice president) under Godol Lewis Sutin and then the following term as Aleph Godol (president).

Copland attended Central High School, where he played on the school basketball team. At 5 feet, 10 inches, he
was known his accurate shooting ability. The 1925 Central High School yearbook described Copland as: “the
most accurate shooter in the league - he also became a strong defensive man.”

His athletic prowess extended beyond high school, notably shining in 1925 when he led the Kansas City AZA No.
2 basketball team as their top scorer.

AZA No. 2, led by Copland and Sidney Magazine, won the first ever national AZAA basketball tournament, held
March 21-22, 1925, in Omaha, Neb. The Kansas City basketball team entered the tournament as one of the
favorite teams after going undefeated on their road to Omaha. AZA #2 beat Gary, Indiana chapter No. 9 in the
championship game, with Copland leading the way with 14 points. Copland was chosen on the All-Star Team
picked by The Omaha Bee.

“For me, my grandfather was my idol,” Reich said. “He inspired me to be the best student best athlete, and most
importantly be the best person | could be to my family and friends.”

Copland always found time to attend his grandson’s football and basketball games, and track meets, Reich said.

“He pushed me hard to be the best | could be while being a fierce competitor on the field while exhibiting
sportsmanship win or lose,” Reich said. “Admittedly he wasn’t always successful with the sportsmanship part.”

Copland was a successful businessman, owning a wholesale shoe firm.

In the summer of 1942, Phil and his family moved to Phoenix, Arizona, seeking a healthier climate for his young

daughter Gayla, who had been diagnosed with a life-threatening condition. He served as president of Temple
Beth Israel and the Phoenix Jewish Federation and was a member of the board of directors for several
organizations, including the National Federation of Temple Brotherhoods, the National Conference of Christians
and Jews, the Geriatric Center, and the Jewish Community Center.

“| believe in a large part my success in life was driven by his wisdom, drive and never-ending enthusiasm and
support.”

“Potentially, one of the greatest tributes of this greatness as a man and human being was unfortunately at his
funeral,” Reich said. “The service had over 1,500 people in attendance. The service was standing-room only in
the temple the annex and even in the parking lot. One of my greatest regrets is that he died so young and wasn’t
able to see and share my success and a father, husband , business executive and now a grandfather.”
